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Prediction: Predicting what might 
happen with responses linked closely 
to the story characters, plot and 
language read so far: e.g. I think 
Sophie is going to get all mucky 
because she gets too close to the 
animals.  
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Explanation: Explain and discuss their 
understanding of books, poems and 
other material, both those that they 
listen to and those that they read for 
themselves 
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Retrieval: Drawing on what they 

already know or on background 

information and vocabulary provided 

by the teacher, asking and answering 

‘how’ and ‘why’ questions about what 

they have read and know where to 

look for information 
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Discussing the significance of the title 

and events e.g. explaining why ‘We 

are Going on a Bear Hunt’ is a good 

title because the children looked and 

looked everywhere for bears. 
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Sequence: Discussing the sequence of 

events in books and how items of 

information are related  
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
