SMT Response: As a school, we are really pleased with such a positive response towards our second key function, that of teaching and learning. Inevitably, we will not be happy until every parent feels their child is making progress and therefore, I would ask any parent to make an appointment to review this, if they do not feel this is taking place. In regards to meeting individual need, we fully accept that this is becoming more difficult: we are trying very hard to do more with far less, and with funding set to decrease, this challenge is only set to increase – again this year, our budget started with a 100k deficit that we must cut aspects of provision in order to balance. However, we do believe that in terms of the systems and structures in place to support both educationally and pastorally, these are the strongest that we have ever had. This said, I would still ask parents who have concerns to challenge the school if we are not meeting the expectations held.

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SMT Response: We are really pleased that families continue to view the behaviour within the school as strong and in particular, that there has been a large reduction in the effect this is seen to have upon learning. In many ways, we, as have all schools, have continued to see higher levels of dysregulation since COVID within our younger pupils but we have strong structures in place to deal with these away from the classroom. In respect to bullying, annually, this is flagged as an area of concern and is why we have completed substantial additional work around the area this year and we hope to be recognised through The Diana Award for Anti-Bullying later. However, we have received no formal complaints of bullying this year and have not found any evidence of this even though we directly ask each child in an annual survey and follow up with around 20% of pupils to double-check. This is not to say that we do not have incidents of repeated issues between individuals and parents are right to question these with the school. Inevitably, this will happen if you spend 30 hours a week with someone for 7 years, but this is not bullying, but behaviour and is dealt with quickly once we are aware.

SMT Response: We are pleased that areas around communication are rated positively in the high 90%s; however, it is also clear that this is the biggest area of dissatisfaction. In looking at some of the comments, this focuses upon feedback from and availability of teachers. We hold three parent evenings a year with extended sessions for those with SEND and send home an annual report. In total, this is between 40-50 hours of teacher time a year directed to this. In addition to this, any parent, can ask for a meeting or a phone call with a teacher or a senior leader at any point by simply contacting the office. Finally, teachers are generally available on the playground every day after school for  informal conversations and therefore, we would ask families to approach the school if they have questions. There is also a number of comments around parent workshops; this is something we have struggled with since COVID as we have an average attendance of 7 parents at these sessions and therefore, we have tried to experiment with online workshops instead. This is something we would look to improve further next year.
